Irrigation

SELF SUFFICIENCY
IN WATER...

The third article in Duncan McGilvray’s series on irrigation
looks at being self sufficient with your water supply and
what is available to you.

he third in this series of
Tarticles will concentrate

on the various choices you
have in sourcing your own
water. They are many and
varied and it is worth the effort
to find out what is practical
and/or feasible. Invariably, you
will find that there will be
some, or in many cases,
considerable, savings on cost
over your present situation.

The worse case cost scenario
is to buy your water from the
local water authority. The cost
is variable dependant on
where you are in the country
(international water sourcing is
a book in its own right!).
Generally, the water
requirement to rainfall ratio
will dictate the cost i.e South
East - expensive, North West -
less expensive (but never
cheap!).

When analysing contracting
costs look to recoup in water
savings over a five to ten year
period (easier to justify).
However, in environmental and
self sufficiency terms, you
should really look at the longer
term.

Self sufficiency is the ideal for

the following reasons:

* Environmentally sound
practice

e |t is cost effective - you miss
out the middle man

* Public perception will
improve measurably

* You are in control
The Choices

In all cases step one is how
much water do you need?
Once this is ascertained you
can then research how you can
satisfy that requirement.

* Reservoir/Pond/Lake - main
considerations include site
location and space/capacity
required. Something else to
consider is the
ingress/egress of water
supply (empty or stagnant
reservoirs are not attractive)

¢ River - main considerations
include flow rates for
abstraction purposes and
the possible impact on other
users

* Bore Hole - main
considerations include
location, depth, effect on
other possible users. In most
cases you will pay a
considerable sum before the
decision is made to grant a
licence to abstract - good
research lessens the chance
element

Rain Harvesting - main
considerations include the
proposed area to be covered
and measure of supply, from
simple roof top collection to
complicated drainage as
well as any other supply
route/source - storage and
capacity sufficient for needs

Existing successes usually
involve a combination of all, or



some, of the above.

All of the sources require
quality analysis, contact with
the authorities (normally the
Environment Agency, which
now encompasses the defunct
National Rivers Authority), in
the first instance and sound
advice.

Reputable companies will give
you a free site visit to look at
the feasibility of any self
sufficiency project with no
obligation. Following the
company’s short report you
can then make the necessary
decision to progress from an
informed viewpoint.

Grant Aid

There exists self sufficiency
funding grants dependant on
where you are in the country,
and it is our belief that this will
become more accessible and
easier to source in future - it
makes environmental, supply
and political sense.

Water is vital to all life and, if
not already, is becoming very
expensive.

Sourcing water supply for
irrigation purposes has, and
will continue to, become more
and more important as time
goes by - acting now will
ensure you find out what your
possibilities are for the future.

TOWED GANG
MOWERS

EDWIN ROBERTS of Classic Mowers looks at the towed
gang mower and suggests that they still represent
good value for smaller sports clubs if maintained
correctly

eing ground driven, towed
Bgang mowers are not too

complicated and are,
therefore, relatively easy to
maintain.

When | first started repairing
grass machinery, towed gangs
played a big part in my work
load. | remember working on
Greens Rangers, Mitchells,
Atcos, Shanks, Lloyds and, of
course, the redoubtable
Ransomes.

The Ransomes gangs have
stood the test of time. They will
put up with being left outside in
all weathers, with no oil and no
love and affection and, yet, still
work (of sorts). However, if cared
for correctly, clubs will have a
set of mowers that will give
years of trouble free mowing to
a good standard.

In this article | will look at the
Ransomes Mk 3 Aero Cutters,
Mk 10 and Mk 10 Sports
Cutters, Mk 12 Magnas and later
Mk 11 and 13. The differences
on the latter are the gear
selector mechanism and the
bottom blade adjuster bolts.

The construction is fairly
basic. The front axle draw bar
has ¥ inch steel side plates
which mount the gear and pawl
drive assembly. The cutting
cylinder runs on two self aligning
bearings, in two removable
bearing housings, which slide
into the side plates. The bottom
blade pivots on two shoulder
bolts which also supports the
land roller assembly.

Stripping units for
reconditioning is as follows:
Start by removing the wheels,
rear land roller and bottom
blade assembly. To remove the
cutting cylinder first remove the
covers on top of the gear boxes
and remove the bolts on the
cutting cylinder bearing housing.

Remove the cutting cylinder by
pulling up out of the frames.
Remove the gear case covers,
check and clean gear box parts,
idler gear and shaft. Remove the
main gear and pawl assembly
and gear selector parts.

On the Mk 10 and 12, the
gear selector slides in and out
and is retained in position by a
spring and ball detent assembly.
On the Mk 11 and 13, simply
pull in and out and lock by
turning the lever. It is best to
remove both types to clean and
oil. Remove the springs and
balls and fit new ones. Clean the
housing where the parts slide in
and out. Clean out the spring
hole with a good fitting drill to
remove old grease and rust.

Check and clean the main
gears and pawls and the gear
hub bearings. Fit new if required.

Check the idler gear pivot
shaft for wear, and also the hole
in the side plate where the shaft
fits into it. The shaft can become
loose and wear the hole into a
slot. This will allow the gear to
move up and down in the side
plate as the mower is driven. In
time this will result in cutting
cylinder bearing failure.

Also, check the hole in the
side plate where the roller and
bottom blade block pivot. The
draw bar will also wear at the
point where the frame fits. All
the worn parts can be built up.
This can be done with stick
welder, then, cleaned up with an



angle grinder. The holes can be
cleaned up with a round file.

The cutting cylinder bearings
are of the twin row, self aligning
type. When I fit new, | use the
sealed types as | find that
greasing with a grease gun is
often overlooked and, as the
mower generally stands outside
in all weathers, the sealed
bearings help to keep the rain
out.

There can be two types of oil
seal fitted in the bearing
housing. For the Mk 10 - 12 use
the Dowty type seal which seals
on the outside of the seal. For
the Mk 11 and 13 use a seal
which is on the inside. If you
have problems getting Dowty
seals try your local bearing
supplier. Do not try and fit later
types into Mk 10 and 12 bearing
housing as the outside diameter
is too large.

Check and clean gear covers if
required. Remove the seals from
the cover by drilling out the
copper rivets. There are two
types of seals fitted, rubber or
leather. | find it best not to fit
the rubber type. The leather seal
is a superior part but it is not
easy to fit. Now we get to the bit,
where, on Blue Peter, they would
say “don’t do this at home”.

Prior to fitting, the leather seal
is softened by warming it up in a
pan of oil on a stove. Do not over
heat the oil. Remember this is a
dangerous procedure so wear
safety glasses and protective
clothes. Also, have a means of
putting out an oil fire. This may
sound a bit dangerous, but it is
the only way to fit the seal to the
case.

When the seal is warm,
remove from the oil and place in
the case with the steel ring. Fit a
rivet from the outside of the
case. Fit the seal and ring. Place
the rivet head on the vice and
punch up from the inside. Now
work around until all the rivets
are fitted. To help in fitting rivets

a tapered pin punch is used for
lining up the holes for the rivets
to go in.

| find it is best to fit the seals
and cover assembly onto the
gear hubs when still warm so
that the leather seal will go over
the hub without splitting. So, it is
best to do this operation when
the gear assemblies are refitted
to side plates.

Next, look at the bottom blade
block assembly. Regrind the
bottom blade. If it is worn
remove the bottom blade and fit
new. | find it is best to grind the
new blade on the block as this
will make it easy to set up for
cutting.

The rear land roller assembly
will require the bearing cleaned
or a new one fitted. If the rollers
are in poor condition you could
fit new lightweight ones. These
are not repairable but will do the
job.

Check over the cutting
cylinder for damaged blades and
broken welds and repair if
required. Repaint and regrind
the cylinder.

All the sub units are now
ready for fitting the machine
together. This is the bit | like.

Starting with the cutting
cylinder, fit it in to the frame,
fitting the four bolts on each
side plate. Place the adjusting
tube assembly on bottom blade
adjusting bolts.

Now, fit the bottom block
assembly and rear land roller,
greasing the pivot bushes and
bolts. Fit new adjusting nuts and
bolts to the bottom block,
adjusting the pivot. Then fit the
gear assembly and gear case to
the side plates. Fill with oil. Fit to
covers. Refit wheels. Adjust
cutting cylinder. Refit to frames
and test.

If you have completed all the
work thus far you will end up
with gang mowers that will give
you another ten years of good
service. Happy towing.

Algae and Moss

MOSS AND ALGAE ON
SPORTS SURFACES

With the inclement, milder, wet weather recently
experienced in most parts of the country we are seeing a
significant rise in algae and moss problems on turf and on
artificial sports surfaces. Report by Laurence Gale MSc

There are over 12,000 species of
moss and algae, of which over 50
species are found to affect turf
surfaces. Mosses are primitive
non-flowering plants that have no
root structure and rely on
sufficient moisture being present
in the environment for
reproduction and survival. The
majority of them are tolerant of
acidic conditions and are
stimulated by cool, wet, humid
conditions. Rapid colonisation of
moss and algae usually occurs
during the autumn and winter
months when soil and artificial
sports surfaces are lying wet and
saturated for long periods of time,
and particularly when little or no
regular maintenance has been
undertaken.

There are three main types of
mosses found in turf.

Cushion forming:

Tiny upright clusters of growth,
those associated with closely
mown and scalped turf situations.

Trailing mosses:

Feathered looking types of moss,
those associated with poor
drainage and shade problems.

Upright mosses:

Larger tuft type mosses, those
associated with drier acidic soils.

Symptoms:

Mosses grow slowly and are
tolerant of shade and close
mowing. They are able to populate
turf situations when turf grasses
are under stress and bare soil
areas are available for the moss to
invade. Moss can spread either by
spores or by detached fragments
of the parent plant material.

However, mosses are less tolerant
of wear. Mosses are not the cause
of turf decline but a symptom of
environmental conditions or poor
maintenance regimes. Mosses are
also a common sight on infertile
acidic sandy soils that are allowed
to dry out. Mosses may invade

when any of the following
conditions are prevalent.

Long periods of wet weather
Long periods of dry weather
Low soil fertility

Compacted soils

Low or high soil pH
Excessive shade

Poorly drained soils

High thatch contents

Poor air circulation

Closely mown/weak grass
growth

High nitrogen levels

Ineffective maintenance
regimes, particularly mowing,
fertilising, aeration, brushing,
scarifying and pesticide/weed
control operations

Grasses grow poorly in dense
shade because of low light and
increased disease activity;
therefore, shady grass areas
usually have more moss than
grass areas in full sun. Thinning
out trees by selective pruning or
removing trees completely may
reduce moss encroachment. In
some cases, it is easier to
redesign the area and eliminate
turf than it is to improve lighting.

When planting new areas in shady
sites, be careful to select shade-
tolerant grass species.

Wet soils caused by poor drainage
or excessive irrigation provide a
perfect environment for
germination and growth of moss
spores or plant fragments. Poor
drainage sometimes can be
improved by promoting water
infiltration by core cultivation,
slicing or thatch removal. These
practices also improve turfgrass
vigor and competitiveness.

Often, drainage can be improved
by the installation of primary or
secondary drainage systems to
help remove surface water.

Algae can cause a glutinous slime



(squidge) which is associated with
fine turf situations. It is more
prolific during the spring time
when the ground conditions are
moist and wet, and air
temperatures and light levels
begin to increase, thus stimulating
the growth of these algae.

The symptoms show as dark green
or black slimy growth that covers
the plant and soil surface,
resulting in a very slippery surface,
which can be quite dangerous and
affect surface playability.
Conditions that increase the
likelihood of an attack of algae are
the same as moss but are
encouraged when surfaces remain
waterlogged and smeared.

Surfaces affected:

Both natural and synthetic
surfaces can be affected by moss
and algae attack when the
favoured conditions are prevalent.
Playing characteristics are
affected in that moss and algae
can affect ball bounce/roll on fine
turf situations. The slime that
algae produce causes the biggest
problem on sport surfaces making
them dangerous, particularly if
algae has formed on sloping grass
areas, such as golf fairways. Moss
and algae also cause surface
traction problems for players on
artificial surfaces, which may
result in injuries.

Control of Moss and Algae:

The main reasons for moss and
algae attack are poor
maintenance and lack of effective
cultural practices, coupled with
environmental factors that
stimulate moss and algae growth
(wet damp humid conditions).

Any cultural practices that
encourages turf growth and
development should be employed
to control moss. Evaluate the site
and make necessary plans to
implement maintenance regimes
to improve the soil environment,
reducing excessive moisture and
water from the turf surfaces.

Natural Turf surfaces:
* Improve surface soil drainage

¢ Monitor and maintain soil pH
levels

* Reduce soil compaction by
aeration

¢ Improve air circulation over
surfaces

¢ Maintain soil fertility (carry out
soil analysis)

Maintain trees to prevent
shading

¢ Avoid excessive irrigation
¢ Avoid close mowing
¢ Control thatch

¢ Choose and grow recommended
grass varieties for location and
sport surface requirement

¢ Carry our regular maintenance
regimes that reduce the
environment for moss and
algae, i.e. regular brushing,
sweeping, aeration, scarification
and fertiliser programmes

¢ Chemical control using
approved pesticides

Artificial Turf surfaces:
* Keep surface clean

¢ Regular brushing and sweeping
of surface

¢ Chemical control using
approved chemicals at approved
rates of application; it is
important to seek
manufacturer’s
recommendations on what
product to use on synthetic
surfaces to prevent damage or
discolouring

Conclusions:

The best form of eradication is to
ensure a healthy grass sward is
maintained, which is usually
achieved by good regular
maintenance regimes, particularly
aeration to keep the soil in good
condition. If, however, you are
saddled with a turf situation that
has a lot of moss present, there
will be a requirement to Kill the
moss off with an approved
chemical containing an active
ingredient of Sulphate of Iron and,
when it has died off, remove the
dead matter by
scarification/raking.

To achieve the best results relies
on good timing of operations,
which are best suited during the
spring and autumn periods.
However, soil analysis of turf
facilities that have used these
chemicals to control moss over
long periods of time has found
that chemical changes have
occurred in the soil profile and
have created other problems, iron
pans have been formed by over
use of sulphate of iron, and pH
levels can be influenced.

The best form of control is good
cultural practises to reduce the
environment that mosses and
algae prefer.
